Minutes of the October 7, 2025, Meeting of the Board of Supervisors

[bookmark: _Hlk131588572]The October 2025 Public Meeting of the Board of Supervisors was called to order at 7:35 PM by Chairman Bill Wylie. Township Supervisors Jacob Chalfin and Emery Jones Taylor were also in attendance.

Emery Jones Taylor moved to approve September 2, 2025 meeting minutes and Bill Wylie seconded the motion, minutes were approved by a unanimous vote.  
   	
[bookmark: _Hlk179181703]The financial report showed a balance of $8,033.69 in the Payroll account, $79,057.09 in General Funds, $7,039.26 in State Funds. The PLGIT (Pennsylvania Local Government Investment Trust) accounts show totals of $349,050.61 in General Funds, $145,088.56 in State Funds, and $98,904.47 in Equipment Funds. Bill Wylie moved to approve the financial report, Emery Jones Taylor seconded, it was approved by unanimous vote. 

Collis Townsend and Barbara Forney from the Kennett Library gave thanks to the Township for continued support of the library. 

Resident Kerry Kalmback asked about the hill on Route 926 and if there was any progress on making it safer. Bill Wylie explained the Township is asking for pavement markings in both directions, and also for Howell-Moore Road intersection. Bill said things move slowly and they haven’t heard anything in a few weeks from the township traffic engineer who is working with PennDot on this. Emery Taylor said there was mention of possibly reducing the speed limit to 40 MPH. 

The supervisors agreed that the township solicitor can move forward in writing an agreement for New Garden Township and West Marlborough Township for the installation of speed humps and pavement markings on Church Rd. The agreement will state that New Garden Township will be responsible for the installation and all future maintenance of the speed humps and road markings in both townships.

The supervisors agreed for the township solicitor to draft an amendment to the Springdell No parking Ordinance to allow the township to hire a parking officer to issue parking violation tickets. 

With no further business to attend, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM. 

Next public meeting of the supervisors will be at the township garage on November 5, 2025 at 7:30 PM.
